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ALLERHUSET — ET SKRADDERSYET MULTIMEDIEHUS
ALLER HEADQUARTERS — A TAILORMADE MULTI-MEDIA BUILDING

Det nye multimediehus pa Havneholmen er skraeddersyet fra yderst til inderst efter sin placering pa holmen og til sine brugere, CAE og Aller
Media. Med sin let krumme og trekantede form markerer huset den spidse afslutning af Havneholmen, der skyder sig ud i Kebenhavns Havn
og er omgivet af vand pa begge sider. Her valgte CAE og Aller Media, der tidligere havde hovedadresse i Valby, at samle alle virksomhedens
mange aktiviteter og forskellige redaktioner i et nyt multimediehus, for at skabe et effektivt og mangfoldigt arbejdsmiljg. Selve bygningen har
faet stor veerdi for Aller Medias brand og markedsfgring, og atriet bliver ofte taget i brug til forretningsaktiviteter og events. Huset er gen-
nemtegnet helt fra de store linjer ned til et detaljeret indretningsdesign, hvilket har fadet Kabenhavns Kommunes praemieringsudvalg til at kalde
huset for et “gesamtkunstwerk”.

The new multimedia building on Havneholmen is tailored from outside to in to its island location and to its users, CAE and Aller Media. With its
gently curved triangular form, the building delineates the point of Havneholmen that projects out into Copenhagen harbor, and is surrounded
by water on both sides. CAE and Aller Media, which previously had their main address in Valby, chose to consolidate its many activities and
publications in the new multimedia headquarters, to create an efficient and diverse work environment. The building itself has created value
for Aller Media's brand and marketing activities, and the atrium is often used for events. The building has been meticulously designed from
the overall architectural lines down to the detailed interior design, leading the City of Copenhagen’s award committee to call the building a
"gesamtkunstwerk" (work of art).

The project makes a statement that is
very difficult to ignore. Like the cut-
ting edge of a knife, the building’s
dramatic presence on the corner has
an artistic power that is exceedingly
convincing.

The building is a "Gesamtkunst-
werk” (work of art) — everything has
been carefully considered. Even the
new energy and environmental re-
quirements have been addressed —
everything has been functionally de-
veloped.

The atmosphere within offices and
work areas is soft, inviting and warm —
very compelling and of extremely high
quality. The building exudes Scandina-
vian sensuality. It is situated perfectly
with all visual lines coming together in
the ground plan.

It stands apart as one, the most ex-
citing buildings in the area.”

NORDISKE NUANCER
Et stort atrium streekker sig gennem hele husets midte som en
slugt med blgde kanter og traekker dagslyset sa langt ind, at hu-
set pa lyse dage kan fungere uden brug af kunstig belysning i
dagtimerne. Atriet abner sig mod havnen og himlen ved, at eta-
gedaekkene traekker sig leengere tilbage jo hgjere de ligger og
pa den made tegner et terrasseret rum med stort lysnedfald.
Materialerne og overfladerne er inspireret af det nordiske
landskab med fjeldet, skoven, havet og heden i skiftende arsti-
der og holdt i afdeempede farver, som underordner sig husets
store linjer og giver en rolig ramme om dagligdagen pa redaktio-
nerne. Tonerne skifter mellem det kglige, det milde og det varme.
De bglgende balkonforkanter mod atriet er bekleedt med ege-
traeslameller i en varm glad, der understreges af en bled og diffus
belysning — mens trappen og gangbroerne pa tvaers af atriet har et
keligt og luftigt udtryk med grenne og hvide nuancer i glasfladerne.

NORTHERN SHADES

A large atrium extends right through the center of the building like
a ravine with soft edges. It pulls daylight so far into the building
that on bright days there is no need for artificial lighting during
daytime. The floor slabs withdraw further and further back as you
move up the building, creating a bright, terraced room that opens
towards the harbor and the heavens.

The colors and materials are inspired by the Nordic landscape;
the fells, the forest, the sea, the moor in the changing of seasons.
Materials and surfaces are restrained in sober colours that submit
to the predominant visual lines and establish a calm framework
for daily life in the editorial groups. The tones alternate between
the cool, the mild and warm. The undulating balustrades towards
the atrium are lined with oak slats in a warm glow, highlighted by
soft, diffuse lighting. The stairs and walkways across the atrium
have a cool and airy expression of green and white hues in the
glass surfaces.

INTEGRERET WORKPLACE DESIGN

Allerhuset er tegnet til Aller Medias brugere ud fra et aktivitetsbaseret og forholdsvist abent
indretningskoncept, der svarer til virksomhedens arbejdsmetoder. Bygningens indre er sam-
tidigt sa fleksibelt, at indretningen kan forandre sig i takt med Allers dynamiske udvikling
i bade organisation og produktion. Den omfattende, interaktive brugerproces, som PLH gen-
nemfarte som en del af workplace design programmet, har givet grundlaget for husets dif-
ferentierede indretning med varierede typer af arbejdsomrader, der tilgodeser de enkelte
redaktioners behov.
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INTEGRATED WORKPLACE DESIGN

Aller headquarters is designed for Aller Media’s users from an activity-based and relatively
open interior design concept that corresponds to the organizations working methods. At
the same time, the building’s interior is so flexible that the layout can change in response to
Aller's dynamic development — both as an organization and producer. The comprehensive,
interactive user process which PLH conducted as part of workplace design program, has
provided the foundation for the building’s differentiated interior design, with varied types of
workspace that meet the needs of individual editorial groups.
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INTEGRERET KUNSTVARK
Der blev udskrevet en konkurrence
om udfgrelse af et kunstveerk til pla-
cering i det centrale atrium, som blev
vundet af det svenske kunstnerpar
Bigert & Bergstrém med “Tomorrows
Weather”. Kunstvaerket er en installa-
tion af lamper, der illuderer atmosfze-
riske molekyler og tager skiftende
farve efter morgendagens vejr ved
at veere i direkte forbindelse med
DMI. Den spiralformede ophangning
straekker sig flere etager ved atri-
ets store glasparti mod vandet og er
0gsa synlig udefra, s man fra Island
Brygge og Bryggebroen kan opleve
vejrets og Allerhusets changerende
farveskala.
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INTEGRATED ART

A competition was held for the com-
missioning of a work of art that could
be placed in the central atrium. It was
won by the Swedish artists, Bigert &
Bergstrom with “Tomorrows \Weather”.
The artwork is an installation of lights
that simulate atmospheric molecules
and change color in accordance with
the next day's weather forecast, re-
layed directly from DMI (The Bureau
of Meteorology). The spiral-shaped in-
stallation stretches over several floors
where the large, glazed atrium facade
faces the water. Here it is visible from
inside and outside, so that from Island
Brygge and Bryggebroen one can
experience the weather and Aller
building’s changing color scale.
